Remote Operation

There is a program called LogMeln
that will allow you to actually run
another person’s computer from
your desktop. It is available at Log-
Meln.com. 1t is full featured for 30
days. You can do almost anything
the other person can do at their ma-
chine. After 30 days they want some
money, but some of the features
still work. It is very handy for trou-
bleshooting problems at someone
else’s computer. | have used it for
helping friends. To use it, you send
an email link generated by LogMeln
to the other person that they use
to allow the connection. They have
two other methods of connection. |
wished | had it when my mother had
problems with her computer.

Shop Physical Security
How is your security? There are a
bunch of new multicamera DVRs
for recording video of your shop or
home. Most also have a provision
for Internet access. They also have
night vision. They serve as a deter-
rent and help with the apprehension
of the perpetrators.
